Joseph graduated from Imperial College London with a first class honours MEng degree in Civil Engineering.  Upon graduation he joined Laing O’Rourke construction firm where he had the opportunity to work on a number of challenging projects.  From June 2015 to December 2016 he has been involved in the construction of the Crossrail Tottenham Court Road Station.
Crossrail is the new £14.8 bn railway running east to west through Central London and is Europe’s largest railway project currently under construction.  Tottenham Court Road (TCR) Station has a new 250m platform which will be accessed from the existing London Underground Station (Eastern Entrance) and the new ticket hall (Western Entrance). The scope under this contract is the Civil, Mechanical & Electrical and fit out works in the Western Ticket Hall (WTH), the Platforms and the Goslett Yard Box (GYB).  The client is Crossrail and the contract is an NEC3 Option C with a current Target Cost of £220 million.

The presentation will provide a comprehensive review of the project with particular emphasis on the construction of the GYB and the WTH superstructure and the innovative solutions adopted to meet the challenges and overcome the constraints experienced throughout the construction process.
